 No unique case identification numbers (variables ‘caseid’ and ‘uniqid’) have 
been provided for Switzerland. A serial case ID (variable ‘serialid’) has been 
produced by the data archive for the complete dataset, identifying the original 
case order.   

 Two doublets (duplicate cases) with regard to substantial answers have been 
identified, with case id numbers ‘90960’ and ‘133124’ for Austria and with case 
id numbers ‘13412’ and ‘315321’ for France. The cases for France only differ in 
regional assignment to Interreg Programmes (variables ‘axeprg’, ‘axepp’ and
