    STUDY DESCRIPTION 

 

Slovensko Javno Mneje (SJM – Slovenian Public Opinión) survey is a representative 

probability survey of the residencial population conducted regularly from 1968. It is 

founded from the Sloven Ministry of science and technology. The SJM study is done a 

Public Opinion and Mass Communicatio Research Centre in Ljubljana. 

 

The sample: 

 

As a sampling method it is used a systematic multi-stage sampling of adults aged 18 to 

70 years. It is an EPSEM sample of persons. Based on a central register of citizens at 

first stage equally distant points (persons) are slected. At a second stage two more 

points were drawn by steps to the left and to the right from the first point. Finally 

clusters of five persons are formed around points on resgister from the previous stage.
